RULES OF THE CONVENTION:

Credentials for admission : Properly accredited delegates and Past Worthy Presidents along with Ten
Year Secretary’s shall obtain their credentials from the proper committee upon presentahon of official
regeipts showing they are in good standing in their Aerie.

No person shall be admitted to the main floor unless he is a delegate, Past President or Ten Year
Secretary. He must display his credentials and deposit the daily attendance slip with the proper State
Aerie officer. A visiting member in good standing, not a delegate may attend the convention sessions,
in a section set aside by the committee, as a spectator only.

A delegate desiring to be heard on any subject, which is properly before the Aerie, shall rise, give the
* salutation sign, address the Worthy President, state his name and number of his Aerie. When
recognized by the Worthy President he may proceed.

A question indefinitely postponed shall not again be considered, except by the action of two thirds of
the delegates voting again to take up the matter.

Voting shall be by the voting sign of the Order, except upon Roll Call, then it shall be by a nay or vea
vote. Any thirty persons may demand a roll call on any question, but such demand shall be made before
voting on the question.

Nominating speeches shall be limited to three minutes each and seconding speeches to two minutes
each.
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The election shall convene in the Aerie home from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. on Saturday June 19,15'99.
Only official ballots to be received.

The count shall begin promptly at the close of the polls and continue to the completion thereof.

Delegates must present their credentials and ballots, depositing the latter in the ballot box. First
ascertaining the number of votes indicated on the credential is identical with that indicated on the
ballot and that no erasures appear on them.

All resolutions must be reduced to writing, typewritten in triplicate if possible, and delivered to the:
State Secretary for distribution to the proper committees. The Committee on resolutions will, at thie
proper time, report all resolutions to the convention, with recommendations thereon.

Any part of the issue not covered by the rules of the convention or the rules of order shall be govenned
by Robert's Rules of Order Revised.

Due to the fact the Order of Business has been distributed to the delegates, I will not read them, if
there is no objection, and move the adoption of this report.

This committee has spent endless hours calling writing faxing e~ mailing your
legislative leaders. Looking for this vote or that opinion.

I have a profound respect for Bob Yager. I can readily understand now the thousands of phone calls
made on our behalf. The position letters he prepared, make no mistake about this. Any and I repeat
any positive results gained this year can be pointed right to Bob Yager! This State Aerie will go a
long way to find a chairman of this committee that well have the profound effect on behalf of this
Fratemity in the legislative halls of this State. Whenever I introduced myself as an Eagle
automatically “oh yes Mr Yager spoke to us last year about this or that.” He wasn’t lying when he
admonished us to expect a long haul winning things we would like.

As far as racing and wagering goes let me say this. The rules for pull tab, raffles and gaming are in
place. Awaiting the governor. However the legislature has ninety amendments in the works. We
just get the rules printed and there is changes galore involved. Bingo is in the process of major
changes and that will be a can of worms to straighten out. Please stay healthy. Coming from me {
know to a few, this sounds funny. But I ask each of you to be sure your committee people are
following the rules. stay legal. Stay honest and you will do just fine.

Mr George McHugh will he addressing you on a matter he came to the state committee with. Iam
going to help organize the charities in this program. I believe in the concept.

Last October Depew aerie on behalf of your committee hosted a meeting of C.O.M.P.O.R. with the
racing and wager board there to cover all the matters at hand. Also Mr Ron Olson state president of
the Elks Association and there again thank Depew and all my brother & sister Eagles that attended.

It is my duty to remind you that there is much much more that racing and wagering legislation
that affects our order. Assembly bells 2111and Senate 1407

Discrimination from human rights legislation. There is a coalition that will do anything to interfere
with our right of free association. Their language quote the purpose of this bell to end discrimination
because of race, creed, sex, color, origin in institutions, clubs. or places of accommodations that are
granted licences or tax exemption from the state or any of its political subdivisions.

An item that had me on the phones just last week assembly 3559 and Senate bill 2078 offers real-
estate tax relief. Not the school tax but imagine the tax break on real-estate. Don Rettinger was on
the phone talking to Ron Olson president of Elks. They were asking if there was anything the eagles
could do. I at the same time was talking Byron Welch Ithaca. Their assemblyman is against this bill

There are labor laws. State liquor is asking that all places that serve the public have breathalyser and

that when we renew our licences we are to prove we have them on our premises and that they are
used free of charge.

I can go on for an hour covering all that is going on.

T advised this Aerie that a web page was being developed for the benefit of the Fraternal Order of
Eagles.

In the envelopes handed out by our State committee there is the web page for people helping people.
I have extended it to include Elks Moose Masonic order and service organizations.
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There is a chat room to exchange ideas, a bulletin board to post items, and I expect this network
to grow into the thousands of hits each day. The total package is up and running with much
testing and proving as I go along. I hope to put out an e-mail letter often as needed. Ihave
found the email a beautifully system to contact my legislature.

The use of canned letters is a total waste. But folks if you take the time to write a note they
must respond. And always tell them you are an Eagle.

I know this long. Possibly boring. But this committee is here from you and for you. Twenty
plus years ago Yage myself, Mike Hhoblock and a gentlemen from the Moose organized
C.OM.P.O.R New York State. Yager and I have been working on behalf of your Aeries in this
order ever since. And Worthy President to be Brother Rostas. I wish to thank you for allowing
me to continue Bob’s work for another year.
